The Leadership Center for the Sciences and 

Engineering (LCSE) is a special learning 

community within Norview High School, geared for 

high-achieving students from across the district. 

LCSE students are enrolled in a four-year rigorous 

curriculum consisting of honors and Advanced 

Placement courses, with considerable emphasis in 

math and science. The program culminates with 

participation in the innovative AP Capstone® 

Program, during which students complete a senior 

research project. This experience provides the 

independent research, collaborative teamwork, and 

communication skills valued by colleges and future 

employers. In addition, LCSE students receive two 

years of formal instruction and training in leadership 

development, and contribute to their school and 

community through extracurricular involvement and 

volunteer work. 

  

The overall design of the LCSE program guides 

students towards possible college degrees and 

careers in science, technology, engineering, and/or 

math. However, an ultimate goal is to not only 

graduate students fully prepared to be successful in 

college, but also equip them with the skills 

necessary to become effective leaders within our 

communities.
